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This Document was compifed and written by Warner Boyd, Mildred Larnnington
Rumniff and Hazelf Larrndington Moose.

The whole thnust of this delving into the history of Grace Episcopal Chuxch,
Madison, South Dakota had one main purpose, that being to establish just
exactly when the f§inst church service was held in the present buifding. We
felt that the time must be coming when our church would be one hundred years
old, as after all, other Churches in Madison were cefebrating their one
hundred yeans.

The Church neconds did not 4indicate when the Church was buift. Reverend
CLeveland noted that the Church was Consecrated (debt gree) on August 7,
1893 4in his necond book dated §rom April 21, 1889.

We wene chosen to write this parnt of histony because our Grandparents wenre
chanten members of Grace Episcopal Church. The Pioneer families of Henry
and John Boyd and WiLliam Larnington had arnived 4in Dakota Teanitory 4in
horse drawn covered wagons to homestead Land in 1879 and 1880. They wenre
here to make a farm home forn thein famifies. Sarah Larnington was a sisten
of Henry and John Boyd.

These early day pioneens grom England and Irefand came hene as young peopfe.
The Boyd gamilies werne {§rom the English speaking Province of Ireland and
were members of the Episcopal Chunch. William Larningon was an immighani
from England and was a member of the Episcopal Church also. Many othexr
pioneers who came fo Dakota Ternitory wenre also Episcopalians, and they all
must have had a very strong beldief 4n God and thein Christian §aith. This
gave them the courage and strength to endure the hardships of Pioneen Times,
and they brought thein form of Wornship with them.

One sounce of 4nformation that proved to be very valuable in oun research
was the Mundt Foundation Library ALocated on the campus of Dakota State
College, here in Madison, South Dakota. The Librarian was most helpful in
providing us with ofd newspapers. There were copies of the 04d Madison
Sentinel and The Madison Daily Leader. 1In the ofd newspapers of 1885, we
found announcements of Episcopal Services to be held once a month By the
Reverend John Moore of Mifchelf, Dakota Terrnitory.

The Episcopal Church announcements stated: "SERVICES WILL BE HELD IN THE OLD
BAPTIST CHURCH." Sometimes, the services wene hedd in Davidson Hall and
also in Hanson Half. As fo where these buildings were 4in the past, we did
not try and fLocate there formen existence.

Services for  the farm gamifies wene held in the Boyd Schoofhouse, buift by
John Boyd 4in 1882. This school was Located one mife nonth of the John Boyd
homestead. Warner Boyd has Lived his entire Life on this homestead. The
buildings on his farm are across the noad to the East §rom the Homestead
Buildings. His is what is called "A Century Farm."

The Reverend Mi. Moandis was assisted 4in these Services 4in the three
Locations by a Seminary Student f§rom zhe Seabury Divinity School in
Fairbault, Minnesota. His name was Dalrymple. The above accounts of early



Episcopal Senvices wene pubfished 4in "Pioneen Days" in L
Tynell, the Editon. yor n Lake County by P.E.

The §4irst Confirmation CLass fon the Episcopal Faith was a class consisting
04 members oﬂ'thaee gamilies. They had alf neceived their instructions gnom
Reverend Morris at the Boyd Schook Mission and 4in conjunction with the
senvices held 4in Madison. The membens of 2this Confirmation Class:
Christina, Etta and Susan Larndington of the William Larrington Family;
Alice, Wikliam H. and James W. Boyd of the John Boyd Famify and James E.,
Annie and Nefle Boyd of the Henry Boyd Family. The names of this class were

given to St. Katherines Guifd of Grace Episcopal Church by Mus. J. E. Boyd
(Susan Larnington).

The Guild pubfished a cookbook 4in 1954 and included a short history of Grace
Church. This Account had been previously written in the July 3, 1885

genﬁének Newspaper. Interest note: July 3, 1885 was on a Friday, as is July
of 1987.

Quote: "Special Episcopal Services will be held at 10:30 AM. on July 20,
1885. These Services arne Zo be held in the Court House. Bishop Haxre,
Reverend  John-Monnis and L.R. Doud (another gentlemen prominently connected
with the Episcopal Ministry) will present and hold Confirmation Services."
The class memberns were not named in this account.

In an account of the §4inst Conginmation CLass of the Episcopal Church of
Madison, Dakota Tennditory, the Lake County Gazetteer, compfied by Geonge L.
Houghton and published in October and Novembern of 1892, states"A class of
eleven wene confirmed by Bishop Hare at the Court House in Madison. Members
were of the Episcopal Faith."

From our memonies of our Grandmother, Sarah Lannington, we necallfed that she
has told us that our Grandfather William Lannington and her two brothers
Henry and John Boyd had haufed the nocks fo buifd zhe {oundation of zhe
Episcopal Chunch. They used their honses and wagons, and the stones wenre
gathered from thein fand. In visiting duning the search gorn material to
establish the date our church was built, Warner Boyd and Ervin (Grandson of
Henry Boyd), and oun sisten Cecelia Larnington Humphrey also recalled
heaning these stonies.

We were especially gratified zo nead grom an anticle written in the Madison
Sentinel of July 3, 1885 the following: "Prospects are good for the
enection of an Episcopal Church 4in the cdity of Madison, during The Latfer
part of the year, on duning zhe next season. Bishop Hare has partially
agreed to furnish $400.00 §rom the Building Funds of the Society and thinks
he can give the hefp in the form of a Loan to meel the necessary expenses.
Thrnee Lots have been secured and stones for the foundation are already on
the grounds." 1t is veny evident that the early pioneers depended upon
thein Chrnistian Faith and wanted to have Chunches enected Ao their families
would have a place of worship.

The Legal description of Grace Church: E 1/2 of SE 1/4 Block 7 of Kennedy's
Extension. The official Address: 306 Nonth West 3ad Street at Madison,
South Dakota 57042. The deed was Apnif 29, 1886, and was obtained by the
Missionany Bishop of the Protestant Episcopal Church. The title 4is under



Chapier of Calvary Cathednral of Sioux Falls, South Dakota.

Following 4is information found in the Sentinef Newspaper, a twice weekLy
publication of the time:

August 15, 1890- (Friday)- Laying of the Coxaner Stone.

The formal Laying of the corner stone of Grace

Episcopal Chunch, Zhe new Episcopal Church being enected in
Madison, Zook place Last evening at 7:00. The following CLergymen
assisted Reverend CLeveland in the Services: Rev. John Babcock of
Mitchefl; Rev. Dn. James Trnimble of Sioux Falls; Rev. H. Burt of
Crow Creek Agency; Rev. Richards of Delf Rapids; Grand Master T.D.
Kanouse of Sioux Falls, and Grand Chapfin/Junion Warden Henry Mead
assisted the Local Mason Lodge in the concluding Service by the
Mason Fraternity.

November 21, 1890-(\Friday)- The new Episcopal Church

will be Lighted with incandescent electric ALamps. Opening
senvices in the new church will be at 11 A.M. on Thanksgiving Day
November 27, 1890. The Reverend Dn. James Trnimble, Ruraf Dean of
the Eastern Deanery of South Dakota wilf be the preacher. ALL
seats will be gree and the public s generally invited to unite
with the Congregation of Grace Church on this very special
ocassion.

W.J. CLeveland, Rectox

A Lange group of people witnessed the ¢inst Cenemony, according to the
Sentinel. Members of the Church and the Sunday Schoof Children were Lead by
the Ministen and they maxched anound the foundation of the church nepeating
the 132nd Psadm. A List of articles were read and then deposited in the
vault. The cornen stone was placed in position as the service continued
with a prayer by Reverend CLeveland. The formal service was concluded
according to the Masonic Ritual and the Reverend John Babcock delivered a
brief but appropriate address. The singing of the hymn and the benediction
by Rev. ClLeveland closed the impressive service.

Senvices at the Church were as follows:

10:45 Moanding Service
4:00 Sunday Schoof & Catechism

The §4inst baby baptized in Grace Church was on February 26, 1890 and was a
daughter boan to Oscar 0tis and Emily Drnisefle Murnray. She was named GLadys
Manie. The Finst wedding in the new church was December 6, 1891 and the
couple were Annie Boyd & LeRoy Seten.

An  August é, 1893 notice in the semi-weekfy Sentinel |which by the way cost
the égﬂLgﬁagg,cenIA per month and by carndiern 15 cents pen week):

"Episcopal Church Consecrated by Bishop Hare on August 4, 1893.
Fon the past give years the Episcopal Society of this City has
been Lead by the Rev. W.J. Cleveland and his wife. Through their
enengy and earnest Christian work the church has grown materdially 4in
numbens. Three years ago the work of building a suitable house



for wornship was undentaken and as a nesult the Society has today .

a beautifuf structure buift of Defl Rapdids granite, furnished with
s084d oak pews and pufpit and 4interion neatly finished and decorated.
The best part of all is it is gree of debt.”

Saturday night the building was formally consecrated a house of
wonship. S.C. ClLark as Warden of Grace Church, nead the instrument
which testified that the house was free of debt. Reverend

Cleveland nead the 4instnument of donation and requested the
Consecration by the Bishop. The consecration ceremondies fLead

by the bishop were unusually impressive.

Following this service Rev. John Babcock of Mitchelf, Reverend

Edward Ashfey of Cheyenne River Agency, Reverend J.V. Hines of

ELk Point, Rev. John Robinson of Sisseton Agency, Reverend F.Menz
Weddelf of Weklls, Minnesota, Reverend IJ.W. McBride and Dr.Keeling
anndived from Aberdeen yesterday 4in time to assist with the

holy Communion Service.

The Episcopal Church is the eighth Church building for Madison.

The visiting Ministers were entertained with a picnic at Lake
Madison on Wednesday afternoon by members of Grace Church.

A number of the visiting Episcopal clengymen Left yesterday fon
Dell Rapids to assist in the consecration of the church there.

This descniption of the exterion of the new church was taken §rom

the Lake County Gazetteer, published by George Haughton on page 73:
"Lots {for the New Church had been secured by Fathen Monnis and on
August 14, 1890 the Edigice for the new Grace Episcopal Church were
Laid by the membens with nefigious ceremonies. The Church was

buift of Dell Rapids granite and decorated with §ield stones taken

§nom the prainie. The Church plan 4is a Latin Cross. The seating
capacity is forn one hundred and thirty people with plans fox

expansion. 1t wilf be Lighted with electricity.

Services are hedd by Reverend CLeveland on the §inst and third

Sundays and on Friday evenings. ALso grom the Lake County Gazette

on page 71 "The members of the Presbyterian Church are using Grace
Church for Zen months because their Church burned March &, 1891. The

New Church held the §inst senvice on Thanksgiving Day November 27,
1890."

Anothen item of worthy mention is the Sunday School. 1t was stanted by
Reverend Cleveland and has always been in operation even though there were
many years when there was not a Priest in attendance. There was a time in
the 1920°s Zhat the Sunday Schoof had four classes with four Zeachens.
There were an average of about §ifteen in each class. At one time in the
1940°5 and 195075 when the class consisted of seven Little boys those being
Robert & Bunton Rumnill, Donald & David Bale, James & John Catselas and
David Crane . One Little gink joined the class when her parents moved to
Madison. She was Mary Zifch. This group of children were taught by Lola
Shipton Boyd. Lofa had a very active class and the children alf Loved hex.



At Chnistmas time a nice program was put on by the chifdren and a nice pariy
afterward for them it was the highlight of the yean to those edight Little
children.

To finish this pontion about Grace Episcopal Church we think some mention
should be made about what the 4interion of the chunrch appears today. The
same Altarn and the same oak pews ane there. The AlLtar has been moved to the
East end of Zhe church from the west end and of course the pews have been
revensed to face the Altar. This was done 4in 1928 and 1929 with the
addition of the Guild Hall. From time to time, stained glass windows wene
Anstalled 4in memory of members of the chuxch by thein gamilies. One
pariicular window, Located on zhe South side of the Altar, was given by
children of the Rosebud Agency in memony of the two ALittle boys of Rev. &
Mrs. Cleveland. The boys were William C., fourteen months 0§ age and
George, one month in age. The nemaining windows in the chuxch, except the
Guikd Hall, are also stained glass.

Carpeting was installed covering the walk way §rom the §ront doon and up to
and to Jinclude zhe §Loor around zhe Altar. This was completed in the
1960°4.

The padding on the kneeling benches was installed by the boys in the Sunday
School duning the 1940°3 and 1950°4. The Priest at this time was Rev.
McBeth and he also saw the installation of cupboards in the kitchen along
with a new store, nefrigerator, §Loor covering and new dishes.

Part of the Guild Half was carpeted 4n the 1970°s, along with the halfway.s
and the Sunday schoof nooms, Located in the uppen stony. Also 04 intenest,
45  Zhe fange viewing window Located in the Efementary Sunday Schoof Room
overlooking the Sanctuary. This was 4installed duning the tenure of Rev.



Genald Richardas.

This concludes what we were able to bring together of zhe early days of
Grace Church. We hope that it will be something for future generations to
enfoy as we have done oun best to collect this information and necord it fox
the future. We afso hope that allf who read this will enjoy and appreciate
the path this church has traveled, and may assist in its future journey.

It has been our pleasure to do this and considen it our small contribution
to the total history of Grace Episcopal Chunch.
