
In 1885 Madison families began holding services in homes, halls, schools, the courthouse and in other churches.  Starting in 1890 with the laying of the cornerstone, and rocks hauled by wagon from members farms Grace Episcopal Church was built.  The original church layout was the Latin Cross.

In Grace Episcopal Church the service is usually simple but beautiful in its ordered dignity, God-centered, and yet mindful of the nature and needs of human beings.  When you visit any Episcopal church, you will be our respected and welcome guest.  You will not be singled out, nor asked to stand before the congregation nor to come forward.  You will worship God with us.  Grace Episcopal is a small congregation but big in heart and compassion.

The Regular Sunday Service begins at 9:30 a.m. every Sunday.  Rarely and for a special service the regular Sunday service might be replaced with an evening service.  This would be for a Christmas Celebration or perhaps Easter.  We try to let everyone know, well in advance, when the service time and sometimes day will be changed.
